If a 
Pringles product is 
marked OUD and 
ingredients state 
‘whey’ or ‘milk’, it is 
real dairy. If the ingredients don’t state ‘whey’ or ‘milk’, it is dairy 
equipment. Those that have the plain OU designation are pareve. 

Consumers should always be careful 
to check for the kosher designation. 
The Orthodox Union will no longer 
certify Tree Top Cranberry Juice 
Cocktail because the formula of this 

product changed.  The OU symbol 
will no longer be on this product.  
Consumers should be carefully look 
for the OU symbol before buying a 
product to verify its kosher status. 
The Orthodox Union certifies Kroger 
Ranch Flavored Tuna as an OU D - 

Dairy product.  This product contains 
dairy as indicated in the ingredients 
and allergens statements.  Some 
labels bear a plain OU symbol, 
without the D - Dairy designation.  
Corrective actions are being 
implemented.
