At the very end of the Parsha, the possuk (8:36) states, 1 N wyn
nYN TN MY IWN 01270 93 NN, Aharon and his sons did all the items
that Hashem commanded through Moshe. Rashi comments, ynaw 7>
NI P 100 NV, this is to relate their praise that they did not deviate
to the right or to the left. On the possuk (Bamidbar 8:3), y7nx 15 wy»,
thus did Aharon, Rashi states, n»w S bn, to teach that he (Aharon)
did not change anything. Is there a difference between “not deviating
to the right or to the left”, (Rashi in our possuk), and “that he (Aharon)
did not change” (Rashi in Bamidbar)? Why the inconsistency?
